 On morning Sunday November 2, 2008 prior to a Kurdish protest on 
parliament in Damascus, this was schedueled by the Kurdish 
Democratic Front in Syria and codrinating Committee and Higher 
Committee for the Kurdish Democratic Alliance in Syria to protest 
peacefully on the Decree 49, which was to deprive the Kurdish people 
right on own property and engage in other occupations without prior 
permission from the security authorities. 
 
The Syrian security  apparatus prevented the peaceful demonstration 
which was taking place on the parliament of the Syria. According to 
news received by Kurdistanmedia.org at least 200 people are detained 
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by security forces. There were over 2000 demonstrators participating 
in the event.
